istry of urban development on
Thursday.

Out of 14 cities and towns of
Punjab covered under the Union
ministry survey, Patialaranked
fourth from the bottom, followed
by Batala(418), Abohar(427)and
Muktsar (428). A team from the
ministry carried a detailed sur-
vey related tocleanliness across
thecity in January,

However, the failure of the
Punjab government and the

ala municipal corporationin

ing up the required solid
waste management project has
pushed the city to the bottom of
the list, as the ministry specifi-
cally followed 50% evaluation on
the basis on how the civic body
manages its solid waste.

The project has been in limbo
for the past six yearsdue to polit-
ical interference as the local
leaders objected tothe setting up
of the plant in Dudhar village,
where the municipal corpora
tion has already indenuned
20-acre land for the project.

However, in September last
year, the corporation managed
toallot tendersfor setting up the
plant, but the project file again
remained on papers and no
action has been takensofar.

With no door-to-door collec-
tion of garbage, thelitter is seen
dumped along roadsides and in
vacant plots acrossthecity. For
over 50 years now, the waste in
the city has dumped inthe open
at the dumping ground on the
Sanaur road.

Patiala mayor Amarinder
Bajaj said better cleanliness
